Converting a DTM to an xyz file:
1. In InRoads and with the DTM open, go to File…Export …Surface

2. On the Export Surface window, choose

a.  the correct surface (if more than one loaded),

b. the point order should be easting, northing, and elevation

c. the point type should be random

d. click on the save as.. button on the right of the window. This allows you to choose the location that you want to save the file and will allow you to name the file there also. 

i. Change the save as type to All Files

ii. Change the extension on the file name from .dat to .xyz. This is how is should look.
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iii. Click the save button which will take you back to the Export Surface window

3. Click the close button now because the file has been exported to the format that you wanted. This is the finished Export Surface screen.
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
