GPSi OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

1. The GPSi extension only works with Garmin GPS units that set to transmit in the Garmin data mode.

2. On the GPS Interface toolbar select GPS Unit ( Connection Properties. 
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3. Under Status, you should see Connection Established.

4. You are now ready to download or send waypoints. To download previously saved waypoint from your GPS simply select Waypoints ( Download Waypoints…, the GPSi extension will automatically search the GPS for waypoints. After the waypoints are populated into the table you can select All, or individually select waypoints to be downloaded into a shapefile. Select save and then name your new shapefile.

5. Sending waypoints to your GPS is accomplished by similar means, assuming they are stored in a correctly formatted shapefile. You can create a correctly formatted shapefile by selecting Waypoints ( Create New Shapefile…, then use Editor to add the selected waypoints to the newly created shapefile. First, select Waypoints ( Send Waypoints to GPS…, next you can pick from Use Waypoints from Map Layer, or Use Waypoints from Shapefile. Select the data to be transmitted to the GPS, either by selecting all or individually. Finally, you are ready to Upload.

7. To remove all waypoints from the GPS press MENU, MENU, FIND, Waypoints, By Name, PAGE, MENU, then Delete All.
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
