Re-project a Reference DGN “On the Fly” Using Geographics
*You must have at least Microstation Version 8.05.02.27*
MicroStation GeoGraphics will reference other dgns that have different proejections than your active dgn projection. Make sure you have set the coordinates to all your files (see Setting Coordinates to a DGN in Geographics workflow). Go to File(Reference( Tools(Attach, and find the dgn that has different coordinates and click OK(OK. The reference file will attach, but not in the right place. Go to Settings( Coordinate System and the Coordinate System Settings palette will come up.
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Click on Reference(Select and the Reference Select palette will come up.
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This step is VERY important—if you do not select the file you want to perform the action on, the action will be performed on the default selection.  Highlight the  reference file and click OK.

 Go to Tools(Coordinate System(Coordinate System. You should see this Palette.
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Click on the Airplane Icon, which is on-the-fly transform ON/OFF. You will get an Alert message.
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Click Yes.

Your Reference should now fit with your active dgn.
